Next I would like to touch on the GESS Camp which is one of our signature programmes. The Sec 1 GESS camp aims to support the transition of our sec 1 students to the new environment as well as allow them to learn more about the school as well as their classmates and teachers.

A $7.00 GESS Canteen Food Voucher for the Sec 1s to purchase
their meals will be provided. Students are only allowed to use the
vouchers during the duration of the camp.

The cost of the camp will be covered by the school and we will also provide canteen food voucher for our sec 1 students to use during their lunch. Do indicate any dietary restrictions that your child may have in the online form so we can take note.

Personalised Digital Learning Programme
(PDLP) @ GESS

 All students will be procuring an Apple iPad as the Personal
Learning Device (PLD) in school.

Next allow me to share briefly on the PDLP. All gessians will purchase an Apple iPad using their Edusave as the personal learning device which they will be using for 4 to 5 years in the school. If student already owned an iPad at home, they can bring it to school to be assessed by the IT team when the programme starts for them. Do come on 9 Jan for the Meet Parent Session as our HOD ICT will be sharing with you more information on this programme. 


School Smart Card (SSC)

 All students entering Secondary 1 will be issued a new Secondary
Level SSC.

« While waiting for their new SSC, Secondary 1 students can
continue to use their Primary Level SSC for concessionary travel
till end of April 2026.

e Secondary 1 students can purchase the Bus Concession Pass
(BCP) using their Primary Level SSC but they will need to
purchase the BCP for secondary school students.
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For the school smart card, do note that while wating for a new card to be issued, students can still use the primary level SSC till end of April next year but do remember to purchase the bus concession pass for secondary school students. 


Financial Assistance Scheme (FAS)

* For parents who have successfully applied for Financial
Assistance Scheme (FAS) in your child’s primary school or if
your child has siblings under FAS in another school, you may
come to the GESS General Office with the FAS approval form
from your child’s primary or sibling’s schools to collect the
authorisation letter for collection of books and school uniform.

o Students with older siblings in GESS would only be required to
make payment for the remaining years they would have left in
GESS upon graduation of their older siblings. (e.qg. if a parent has
an older child in Secondary 4 2026, she will only need to make a
payment of $18.00 for the remaining three years in GESS of her
younger child for 2027 to 2029.)

* The collection will be done on 7 & 8 January 2026, during the
Sec 1 GESS Camp.
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Do note that if you already have children studying in GESS, the subscription fees will be pro rated for the Sec 1 students based on the example shown in the slide. Do note that we will be conducting the collection on 8 January during the GESS camp so do pass the money to your child to bring to school that day.
